Appendix A: Shared Presentation

The Shared Presentation application lets multiple sites to view the same presentation. It
currently supports PowerPoint slides.

To add a Shared Presentation to a venue

From the “Venue” pull-down menu on the “Venue Client” window, select “Start
Application Session”, and then “Shared Presentation”.
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To open the previously added Shared Presentation, click on the + in the “Venue
Client” window next to “Application Sessions”, select the “Shared Presentation”
item from the list, and select either “Open” or “Open for All Participants” from
the right-click menu.
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A control window will appear. It lets you take control of the presentation and load
presentation files. Microsoft PowerPoint will also open.
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Y ou may upload afile to the venue in either one of the following ways:

e On the Venue Client window, from the “Venue” drop-down menu select “Add
Data”. Y ou will be prompted to choose afile.

e Ontheright pane of the “Venue Client” window, right click “Data” and select
“Add”. You will be prompted to choose afile.

e Inthe “Shared Presentation Control” window, select “File”, then “Upload Local
File”. You will be prompted to choose afile.

e Dragand drop afile onto the “Venue Client” window.

The following picture shows that a PowerPoint file has been added to the venue.
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On the “Shared Presentation Controller” window, check the “Take control as presentation
master” checkbox. From the “Slides” drop-down menu, select the presentation file, and
click “Load”.
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The PowerPoint file will be loaded into Microsoft PowerPoint.
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Slide changes will be reflected at the other sites only if you use the “Prev” and “Next”
buttons on the “Shared Presentation Controller” window.
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To join a Shared Presentation
Y ou may join a Shared Presentation that another site has started in either one of the
following ways:

e Click “OK” on the popup inviting you to join a Shared Presentation started by
another site. Thiswill occur if the remote site as chosen to open the Shared
Presentation for all participants.
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e On the “Venue Client” window right pane, click on the + next to “Application
Sessions”, select the “Shared Presentation” item, then select “Open” from the
right-click menu.
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For either case, a “Shared Presentation Controller” window and a Microsoft PowerPoint
presentation will open. Y ou don’t need to do anything further as the remote site will be
controlling the slides.

Appendix B: Distributed Power Point (DPPT)

DDPT wasincluded with the AG Toolkit version 1. x. It allows each participating site to
see the same PowerPoint presentation during an AG session. For JSUeNode, DPPT is
installed on the Display Computer.

DPPT has three components: the server, the master, and the client. Only one server is
needed during a session, and only one master should be running at atime.

The master should be run on the machine from which the actual presentationis given. If
the presenter is at your site, you may run both the server and the master. All other sites
will be the clients. Clients must not start before a master is up and running.

In general, node operators coordinate the timing for starting and stopping of master and
client software using either a chat room during aformal event or the AG audio channel
during an informal event.

A copy of the presentation (for example jsu_presentation.ppt) should be made available
to all participating sites and preferably downloaded to each computer running DPPT.
Each site must set the designated server name for the session.

To set the server name:

On the Display Computer, double click the “DPPT” folder on the top right of the desktop
and double click the “DPPT Server Set” shortcut icon.
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Notepad will open the config file to edit. Set up the “SERVER” variable to the hostname
or the IP address of the machine that walltbe server for the session. Only one server
name should be set up. Any other “SERVER” line must start with “rem” or deleted.
